He asks, “Where are we regarding the truth of the
supernatural?”

of you who has a sheep, if it falls into a pit on the Sabbath, will not take hold
of it and lift it out? > Of how much more value is a man than a sheep! So it is
lawful to do good on the Sabbath.”* Then he said to the man, “Stretch out
your hand” And the man stretched it out, and it was restored, healthy like the
other. ' But the Pharisees went out and conspired against him, how to destroy
him.

20n the third day there was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother

of Jesus was there. 2 Jesus also was invited to the wedding with his

disciples. * When the wine ran out, the mother of Jesus said to him, “They have
no wine.”* And Jesus said to her, “Woman, what does this have to do with

me? My hour has not yet come.”® His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever
he tells you.”

¢ Now there were six stone water jars there for the Jewish rites of purification,
each holding twenty or thirty gallons.” Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars
with water.” And they filled them up to the brim. ® And he said to them, “Now
draw some out and take it to the master of the feast” So they took it.” When
the master of the feast tasted the water now become wine, and did not know
where it came from (though the servants who had drawn the water knew), the
master of the feast called the bridegroom '° and said to him, “Everyone serves
the good wine first, and when people have drunk freely, then the poor wine.
But you have kept the good wine until now." "' This, the first of his signs, Jesus
did at Cana in Galilee, and manifested his glory. And his disciples believed in
him.

not yet come to them. '® The sea became rough because a strong wind was
blowing. ' When they had rowed about three or four miles,”” they saw Jesus
walking on the sea and coming near the boat, and they were frightened.?°But
he said to them, “Itis |; do not be afraid"*' Then they were glad to take him into
the boat, and immediately the boat was at the land to which they were going.

e're in session two of our study on life in the
Wsupernatural. As we look at the supernatural, He wants
us to remember that He is to bear witness to innumerable
miracles in our everyday life. John, too, in his Book of John,
wrote that God invites us to miracles. As we learned in
Session One, He basically asks us if we are willing to believe
in the supernatural and understand what that looks like? The
key we must understand is that this is about authority. His
supernatural is based upon His authority, which is superior to
our everyday circumstances. And He wants to have that play
out in our everyday life so that His authority begins to deliver
supernatural answers to our everyday issues. In this session,
we will look at the important features of what this authority is
over and what it is not over.

UNDERSTANDING IMPORTANT FEATURES OF HIS
AUTHORITY:

In each of these sets of verses, write out what He has
authority over:

Matthew 8:3; 5-7, 13; 14; 16-17; 23-27; 28-34:

3 And Jesus! stretched out his hand and touched him,
saying, “l will; be clean” And immediately his leprosy was
cleansed.

>When he had entered Capernaum, a centurion came
forward to him, appealing to him, ¢“Lord, my servant is
lying paralyzed at home, suffering terribly.”” And he said to
him, “l will come and heal him.”

2 And when he got into the boat, his disciples followed him. ?* And behold,
there arose a great storm on the sea, so that the boat was being swamped by
the waves; but he was asleep. # And they went and woke him, saying, “Save
us, Lord; we are perishing.”?® And he said to them, “Why are you afraid, O you
of little faith?"Then he rose and rebuked the winds and the sea, and there was
a great calm. ¥ And the men marveled, saying, “What sort of man is this, that
even winds and sea obey him?”

Jesus Heals Two Men with Demons

2 And when he came to the other side, to the country of the

Gadarenes,”two demon-possessed® men met him, coming out of the tombs,
so fierce that no one could pass that way. 2 And behold, they cried out, “What
have you to do with us, O Son of God? Have you come here to torment us before
the time?”3° Now a herd of many pigs was feeding at some distance from
them. 3" And the demons begged him, saying, “If you cast us out, send us away
into the herd of pigs.”3? And he said to them, “Go.” So they came out and went
into the pigs, and behold, the whole herd rushed down the steep bank into the
sea and drowned in the waters. ** The herdsmen fled, and going into the city
they told everything, especially what had happened to the demon-possessed
men. * And behold, all the city came out to meet Jesus, and when they saw
him, they begged him to leave their region.

Matthew 10:1-15:

The Twelve Apostles

10 And he called to him his twelve disciples and gave them authority

over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal every disease and every
affliction. 2 The names of the twelve apostles are these: first, Simon, who is

called Peter, and Andrew his brother; James the son of Zebedee, and John his
brother; 2 Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew the tax collector; James
the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus;?*Simon the Zealot,® and Judas Iscariot,
who betrayed him.

Jesus Sends Out the Twelve Apostles

> These twelve Jesus sent out, instructing them, “Go nowhere among the Gentiles
and enter no town of the Samaritans, ¢ but go rather to the lost sheep of the
house of Israel.” And proclaim as you go, saying, ‘The kingdom of heaven is at
hand.™@ 8 Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers,“] cast out demons. You
received without paying; give without pay. ° Acquire no gold or silver or copper
for your belts, '® no bag for your journey, or two tunics[e] or sandals or a staff,

for the laborer deserves his food. "' And whatever town or village you enter, find
out who is worthy in it and stay there until you depart. '* As you enter the house,
greet it."® And if the house is worthy, let your peace come upon it, but if it is not
worthy, let your peace return to you. ' And if anyone will not receive you or
listen to your words, shake off the dust from your feet when you leave that house
or town. > Truly, | say to you, it will be more bearable on the day of judgment

for the land of Sodom and Gomorrah than for that town.
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WHAT AUTHORITY BRINGS ABOUT THE SUPERNATURAL?

Luke 8:22-56:

Jesus Calms a Storm

22 One day he got into a boat with his disciples, and he said to them, “Let us go
across to the other side of the lake” So they set out,  and as they sailed he fell
asleep. And a windstorm came down on the lake, and they were filling with
water and were in danger. * And they went and woke him, saying, “Master,
Master, we are perishing!” And he awoke and rebuked the wind and the raging
waves, and they ceased, and there was a calm.  He said to them, “Where is your
faith?” And they were afraid, and they marveled, saying to one another, “Who
then is this, that he commands even winds and water, and they obey him?”

Jesus Heals a Man with a Demon

% Then they sailed to the country of the Gerasenes,”? which is opposite
Galilee.?” When Jesus™ had stepped out on land, there met him a man from the
city who had demons. For a long time he had worn no clothes, and he had not
lived in a house but among the tombs. 2 When he saw Jesus, he cried out and
fell down before him and said with a loud voice, “What have you to do with me,
Jesus, Son of the Most High God? | beg you, do not torment me."?° For he had
commanded the unclean spirit to come out of the man. (For many a time it had
seized him. He was kept under guard and bound with chains and shackles, but
he would break the bonds and be driven by the demon into the desert.) *° Jesus
then asked him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Legion,’ for many demons
had entered him.?' And they begged him not to command them to depart

into the abyss. 3> Now a large herd of pigs was feeding there on the hillside, and
they begged him to let them enter these. So he gave them permission.2* Then
the demons came out of the man and entered the pigs, and the herd rushed
down the steep bank into the lake and drowned.

3*When the herdsmen saw what had happened, they fled and told it in the
city and in the country. * Then people went out to see what had happened,
and they came to Jesus and found the man from whom the demons had
gone, sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and in his right mind, and they were
afraid. 3 And those who had seen it told them how the demon-possessed™!
man had been healed. *” Then all the people of the surrounding country of
the Gerasenes asked him to depart from them, for they were seized with
great fear. So he got into the boat and returned. 3 The man from whom the
demons had gone begged that he might be with him, but Jesus sent him
away, saying, **“Return to your home, and declare how much God has done
for you.” And he went away, proclaiming throughout the whole city how much
Jesus had done for him.
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Jesus Heals a Woman and Jairus's Daughter

4 Now when Jesus returned, the crowd welcomed him, for they were all waiting
for him. *" And there came a man named Jairus, who was a ruler of the synagogue.
And falling at Jesus' feet, he implored him to come to his house, ** for he had an
only daughter, about twelve years of age, and she was dying.

As Jesus went, the people pressed around him. > And there was a woman who
had had a discharge of blood for twelve years, and though she had spent all
her living on physicians,™ she could not be healed by anyone. * She came

up behind him and touched the fringe of his garment, and immediately

her discharge of blood ceased.* And Jesus said, “Who was it that touched
me?”When all denied it, Peter® said, “Master, the crowds surround you and
are pressing in on you!”“ But Jesus said, “Someone touched me, for | perceive
that power has gone out from me.”# And when the woman saw that she was
not hidden, she came trembling, and falling down before him declared in the
presence of all the people why she had touched him, and how she had been
immediately healed. *® And he said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you
well; go in peace.”

*While he was still speaking, someone from the ruler's house came and said,
“Your daughter is dead; do not trouble the Teacher anymore.”*° But Jesus

on hearing this answered him, “Do not fear; only believe, and she will be

well”*" And when he came to the house, he allowed no one to enter with him,
except Peter and John and James, and the father and mother of the child.*> And
all were weeping and mourning for her, but he said, “Do not weep, for she

is not dead but sleeping.”>® And they laughed at him, knowing that she was
dead. ** But taking her by the hand he called, saying, “Child, arise.”*> And her
spirit returned, and she got up at once. And he directed that something should
be given her to eat.** And her parents were amazed, but he charged them to tell
no one what had happened.
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Here, He has authority over nature, demons, death (through resurrection),
long-term infirmity, sickness—all issues that were subordinate to His power.

As we consider all this, there is an important issue to understand. He has
authority over all these various things in our life. But there is something that He
does not take authority over. What do you think this is and why?

Read Mark 9:38-41:

Anyone Not Against Us Is for Us

8 John said to him, “Teacher, we saw someone casting out demons in your
name,” and we tried to stop him, because he was not following us.”* But Jesus
said, “Do not stop him, for no one who does a mighty work in my name will

be able soon afterward to speak evil of me. *° For the one who is not against

us is for us. *! For truly, | say to you, whoever gives you a cup of water to drink
because you belong to Christ will by no means lose his reward.

What is the main point of this story regarding experiencing the supernatural?
Why is this so significant?

Witnesses to Jesus

30| can do nothing on my own. As | hear, | judge, and my judgment is just,
because | seek not my own will but the will of him who sent me. 3" If | alone bear
witness about myself, my testimony is not true. > There is another who bears
witness about me, and | know that the testimony that he bears about me is
true. ** You sent to John, and he has borne witness to the truth.3**Not that the
testimony that | receive is from man, but | say these things so that you may be
saved.* He was a burning and shining lamp, and you were willing to rejoice for
a while in his light. ¢ But the testimony that | have is greater than that of John.
For the works that the Father has given me to accomplish, the very works that |
am doing, bear witness about me that the Father has sent me.?” And the Father
who sent me has himself borne witness about me. His voice you have never
heard, his form you have never seen,*® and you do not have his word abiding

in you, for you do not believe the one whom he has sent. 3 You search the
Scriptures because you think that in them you have eternal life; and it is they
that bear witness about me, “° yet you refuse to come to me that you may have
life. *" I do not receive glory from people. ** But | know that you do not have the
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love of God within you. * | have come in my Father's name, and you do not
receive me. If another comes in his own name, you will receive him. * How
can you believe, when you receive glory from one another and do not seek
the glory that comes from the only God? #* Do not think that | will accuse you
to the Father. There is one who accuses you: Moses, on whom you have set
your hope. “® For if you believed Moses, you would believe me; for he wrote of
me.  But if you do not believe his writings, how will you believe my words?”

In this argument that Jesus sets forth, what does Jesus state as the reason for
the supernatural? Why is this so important to learn?

Read John 8:48-59:

Before Abraham Was, | Am

“The Jews answered him, “Are we not right in saying that you are a Samaritan
and have a demon?”“® Jesus answered, “I do not have a demon, but | honor
my Father, and you dishonor me. *° Yet | do not seek my own glory; there is
One who seeks it, and he is the judge. ! Truly, truly, | say to you, if anyone
keeps my word, he will never see death.”>? The Jews said to him, “Now we
know that you have a demon! Abraham died, as did the prophets, yet you
say, ‘'If anyone keeps my word, he will never taste death.*® Are you greater than
our father Abraham, who died? And the prophets died! Who do you make
yourself out to be?”>* Jesus answered, “If | glorify myself, my glory is nothing. It
is my Father who glorifies me, of whom you say, ‘He is our God."?!** But you
have not known him. | know him. If | were to say that | do not know him, |
would be a liar like you, but | do know him and | keep his word. *¢ Your father
Abraham rejoiced that he would see my day. He saw it and was glad."*” So

the Jews said to him, “You are not yet fifty years old, and have you seen
Abraham?”®1%8 Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, before Abraham
was, | am.” % So they picked up stones to throw at him, but Jesus hid himself
and went out of the temple.

What point does Jesus make about His nature? If we are to believe this, what
must we experience, and what does it do to reinforce who He is and what His
nature is?
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Read John 11:4; 40-42:

4But when Jesus heard it he said, “This illness does not lead to death. It is for the
glory of God, so that the Son of God may be glorified through it."

0 Jesus said to her, “Did | not tell you that if you believed you would see the
glory of God?”*' So they took away the stone. And Jesus lifted up his eyes and
said, “Father, | thank you that you have heard me. #* | knew that you always hear
me, but | said this on account of the people standing around, that they may
believe that you sent me.”

What did Christ say was the purpose of this sickness and then the purpose of
the miracle that He performs? Why is this important to our understanding of the
purpose of Him doing miracles in our lives?
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he life of the supernatural is to understand that God wants
Tto bear witness with miracles, miracles, miracles; and not
neglect so great a salvation. So that's what we're trying to
understand. John tells us that he wrote about the miracles so
that we might believe it and begin to experience them in our
everyday lives. This is what we're learning. We've understood
the essence of it is authority. We have authority over the issues
of sickness, disease, demonic, wind and waves, natural things,
circumstances. We have complete authority over those. We're
going to join Him in those, as long as they are not related to
people's free will. So, we have to have wisdom about that which
we're going to learn. And then as we begin to experience this,
it's all for His glory so that we can continue to reflect and share.
It's all about what God does, and we get to experience that and
enjoy that continually.

For this session, we will explore the keys to experiencing
the supernatural. First, we will look at it from the perspective
of the person receiving it. What are some of the actions that
these people took to put them in a position to experience the
supernatural? We will look at the verbs that describe this.

WHAT IS THE PROCESS FOR EXPERIENCING THE
SUPERNATURAL?

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s we now move into how we can limit God’s supernatural

work, remember that it's about God’s willingness to bear
witness to our great salvation, which He tells us not to neglect.
Don't ignore this important work of Him doing miracles, miracles,
miracles to bear witness to His life. Also remember, as John
wrote, that these works of miracles are shared with us so that we
might believe, learn, and experience the supernatural ourselves.
Again, this is about His authority that He speaks into each of our
situations. We're learning to come to Him and receive this, to
begin to understand that these works glorify Him; and to then
practice this as we go through it. In this next section, we are going
to focus on what can prevent or diminish God’s supernatural
work.

WHAT ARE THE KEYS TO EXPERIENCING THE SUPERNATURAL?

As we conclude this session, we will begin looking at the keys to experiencing
the supernatural (we also will continue this exploration into the next session).
Now that we have learned what prevents or diminishes the supernatural, we can
pursue how to experience this in our lives.
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What does this story reveal as the primary basis of the supernatural? How
does it really work? What must we fully understand about this if we are going to
experience it as a normal part of our lives?

Matthew 8:5-13:

| say to one, ‘Go, and he goes, and to another,‘Come, and he comes, and to my
servant,® ‘Do this, and he does it”" ' When Jesus heard this, he marveled and
said to those who followed him, “Truly, | tell you, with no one in Israel®have |
found such faith. '" | tell you, many will come from east and west and recline

at table with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven, > while the
sons of the kingdom will be thrown into the outer darkness. In that place there
will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.”* And to the centurion Jesus said, “Go;
let it be done for you as you have believed.” And the servant was healed at that
very moment.
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1. Asyou have a problem, an issue, or a circumstance that is troubling, or
something is going on that’s not healthy, we are to seek Him first and ask
Him a simple question: “What do you have to say about this?” From there, you
process it together with God and also with your husband, with your wife, with
friends, or with your group until you receive understanding and clarity and
know exactly what His Word is to you about this.

2. Then, He will ask us:“Do you believe it? Do you have faith now?” Usually, the
answer is “not really.” So, how do we get to faith? Let’s explore this.

How do the following verses define faith? What is the importance of this
definition as established? In verse 3, on what basis was the material (the world)
created? What does that mean about your circumstances for which you are
seeking supernatural answers?

Hebrews 11:1-3:

By Faith

11 Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not
seen.? For by it the people of old received their commendation. 3 By faith we
understand that the universe was created by the word of God, so that what is
seen was not made out of things that are visible.
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Since faith is required to go to certainty, how do | get to the faith that leads to

certainty? From the following verses, what is the process to have faith? How does it
work for us?

Hebrews 12:1-2:

Jesus, Founder and Perfecter of Our Faith

12 Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us
also lay aside every weight, and sin which clings so closely, and let us run with
endurance the race that is set before us, ? looking to Jesus, the founder and
perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross,
despising the shame, and is seated at the right hand of the throne of God.

What is the process for Him to finish His work of taking us (me) to faith? What is
our (my) responsibility in this and why?

We've
learned the miracles come when we submit to His authority and
believe what He speaks. We hear what He has to say as He then
takes us to faith, where He asks if we believe. It's His work, not
ours. Are we willing to receive it and then are we willing to stay
with Him as He gives us the faith to experience His supernatural
work? This session continues our exploration of the keys to
experiencing the supernatural.

16 And this was why the Jews were persecuting Jesus, because he was doing
these things on the Sabbath. 7 But Jesus answered them, “My Father is working
until now, and | am working.”

Jesus Is Equal with God

8 This was why the Jews were seeking all the more to kill him, because not
only was he breaking the Sabbath, but he was even calling God his own
Father, making himself equal with God.

The Authority of the Son

1 So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, the Son can do nothing of

his own accord, but only what he sees the Father doing. For whatever the
Father® does, that the Son does likewise. 2° For the Father loves the Son and
shows him all that he himself is doing. And greater works than these will he
show him, so that you may marvel. ?' For as the Father raises the dead and gives
them life, so also the Son gives life to whom he will. 22 For the Father judges no

Matthew 15:21-28:

The Faith of a Canaanite Woman

2 And Jesus went away from there and withdrew to the district of Tyre

and Sidon.??> And behold, a Canaanite woman from that region came out

and was crying, “Have mercy on me, O Lord, Son of David; my daughter is
severely oppressed by a demon.”2* But he did not answer her a word. And

And | am unwilling to send them away hungry, lest they faint on the
way."* And the disciples said to him, “Where are we to get enough bread in
such a desolate place to feed so great a crowd?”3* And Jesus said to them, “How
many loaves do you have?”They said, “Seven, and a few small fish."*> And
directing the crowd to sit down on the ground, *¢ he took the seven loaves

and the fish, and having given thanks he broke them and gave them to the
disciples, and the disciples gave them to the crowds. 3’ And they all ate and
were satisfied. And they took up seven baskets full of the broken pieces

left over. 3 Those who ate were four thousand men, besides women and
children.** And after sending away the crowds, he got into the boat and went to
the region of Magadan.
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s we go into our sixth and final session, we've learned
Aabout the life of the supernatural. God wants to bear
witness to this great salvation, and we are not to neglect this by
our unwillingness to come and learn it. Don't say no to it, but
instead say yes. In that, as John wrote, we could experience the
miracles, and believe in the miracles, and live out the miracles.
We've learned a lot about authority, hearing what He has to say,
believing what He has to say, declaring what He has to say, and
then beginning to experience what He has to say, all of which
prepare us to recognize what that looks like in our real, everyday
life. As we experience it, we will start to teach others that
experiencing the supernatural is possible for them, too. We are
called to receive and give it away.

Therefore, pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into
his harvest. 3> Go your way; behold, | am sending you out as lambs in the midst
of wolves. * Carry no moneybag, no knapsack, no sandals, and greet no one on
the road.> Whatever house you enter, first say, ‘Peace be to this house! ® And if a
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son of peace is there, your peace will rest upon him. But if not, it will return to
you.”

For if the mighty works done
in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have repented long ago,
sitting in sackcloth and ashes. '* But it will be more bearable in the judgment

for Tyre and Sidon than for you. "> And you, Capernaum, will you be exalted to
heaven? You shall be brought down to Hades.

The Return of the Seventy-Two

7 The seventy-two returned with joy, saying, “Lord, even the demons are
subject to us in your name!” '® And he said to them, “l saw Satan fall like
lightning from heaven.” Behold, | have given you authority to tread on serpents
and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall hurt

you. ?° Nevertheless, do not rejoice in this, that the spirits are subject to you, but
rejoice that your names are written in heaven.”

Warning Against Neglecting Salvation

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In the 1990s, Rich and Linda Case
received a call from God to dig into
what it means to truly live in the Spirit.
They had been believers for most of
their lives and regularly attended church
and Bible studies, but began to realize
that, despite knowing the Bible
intellectually, their personal experiences
seemed disconnected from the
promises and truths found in scripture.
As they then learned these essential
truths through their abiding and hearing
God’s voice — and began to see the
grand life play out in their lives God
called them to give that knowledge
away. In 2001, God initiated the ABIDE
ministry at aretreat with friends in
Austria, and through their personal
experience of this abiding life, their
friends noticed the change in their lives
and inquired if Rich and Linda could host
a similar retreat the following year. This
was repeated three yearsinarow, and
then God called them to host weekend
retreats in their home in Colorado.

History of
Abide Ministries

In the 1990s, Rich and Linda
Case received a call from God
to dig into what it means to
truly live in the Spirit.

Through the formal development of the
truths revealed by God with Abiding
and additional electives, they founded
All for Jesus — Living Waters Ministries,
now Abide Ministries — and have seen it
grow exponentially since then, with 24+
retreat leaders all over the world, 29
online courses, eight books on various
aspects of living life with Christ, and a
daily podcast. Rich and Linda have also
worked with various churches to
strengthening them with the truths of
an abiding life in Christ, and seeing
Christ bring reconciliation and new
vision to desperate situations.

Their heart is to bring the truths and
promises of God to as many people as
possible, showing everyone that when
you abide in Christ and seek Him daily,
your life can be completely and utterly
transformed — enabling you to
experience the grand life promised by
God.
