Kalin Unliiler (Back Vowels) ve ince Unliler (Front Vowels).
Back Vowels are Al O U

Front Vowels are E i O U

Let’s use the plural suffix as an example.

Plural suffix has two forms:

+lar and +ler

If the word ends in back vowels A1 O U then we use +lar.

And if the word ends in front vowels E i © U then we use +ler.

—Because muz has U. U is a Back Vowel. Back Vowels are Al O U and they work with
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+lar. +ler works with E | O U. So the correct answer is muzlar (bananas).

Now let’s learn how to add the infinitive suffix to verb stems.

The infinitive suffix has two forms: -mak & -mek

If verbs end in Al O U, we use -mak to turn them into infinitive form.

And if they end in E | O U we use -mek.

Let's do some examples Michael.

I'll say the verb stem and you'll turn it into infinitive.
—Tamam hocam.

—bak- (look)

—bakmak (to look)
—Aferin.

—qgit- (go)
—gitmek (to go)
